Guidelines for clubs calling off games due to bad weather

With the winter seemingly now setting in, it is likely that several games will be lost to the weather. The league management committee would like to remind clubs of the following when games are called off due to bad weather.

· Wherever possible, any game called off due to bad weather should be called off on a Sunday morning; this is to give the weather as much chance of improving to ensure the game goes ahead. Only in exceptional weather conditions (or where the local council/groundsman has deemed the pitch unplayable advance) should a game be called off any earlier than Sunday morning. 


· If you think there is a doubt about the fitness of your pitch, you should arrange an early pitch inspection using a local referee or preferably, arrange with your match referee to meet in good time for an inspection (i.e.830-845am).


· If you subsequently find your pitch is unfit for play (either through inspection or through council/groundsman), you should immediately contact your opponents to stop them travelling and the match referee must also be contacted if he isn’t present at the time the game is called off.

Please make sure you actually speak to someone directly connected with your opponents (if possible) as voicemail messages etc should not be relied upon!


· In addition, you must contact the fixture secretary and referees appointment secretary to advise them if the game is postponed.
